1. Brings HELP to the hurting. 
  *Note – didn’t simply invite him 

     to church. 
• vs. 33 – “came where he was” 
• vs. 34 – “so he went to him” 
• James 1 & 2

2. Brings HEALING to the hurting. 
• Luke 9:1,2 
• Luke 10:9 
• Luke 10:25

3. Brings HOPE to the hurting. 
• When the priest & the Levite pass 

you by, you are HOPELESS! 
• Ephesians 2:12 – “having no hope 

and without Christ in the world.”

4. Brings HEAVEN to the hurting. 
• Luke 9:6 – “so they departed and 

went through the towns 
preaching the gospel and healing 
everyone.”
