Visionary Focal Points

o Clarity of the Vision

1. Requires correction
 The wrong lens
— Denial
— Defeat
— Delusion



Clarity of the Vision

2. Requires new perspective

e “STAND” - position of
better perspective.

« “TOWER?” — position of
even greater perspective



Clarity of the Vision

3. Requires proper
positioning.
o “I'will stand my watch”

- Sentry — one who guards
the wall

- Can’t be out of position!
