GOVERN – “God” – supreme God 
an magistrate – righteous judge

• 4. SAVE – vs. 5b  
•   “salvation” = liberty, deliverance, 

  prosperity, prosperity, safety 
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• 5. REMEMBER – vs. 6

  remember the sins of my youth.”
